Thank you for allowing your child to be a part of our Awana Program. We at
Tippett’s Chapel love children, and we are thankful to have the opportunity to
minister to your child through Awana. Please read the information listed below
and do not hesitate to ask if you have any questions.

1. Sign in time is from 6:30 pm until 6:45 pm. For the safety of your child, please
accompany him to the sign-in table. Once your child is signed in, a trained
Awana leader will take him/her to their seat. Puggles will go straight to the
preschool building. They do not need to sign in.

2. Opening assembly begins promptly at 6:45 pm. Parents are always invited to
participate in opening assembly and stay for our 7:00 pm adult Bible study.

3. Awana is divided into four clubs:
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H\EEIES Puggles: 2-3yearolds
Cubbies: 4-5yearolds [Gubbies
- re Sparks: kindergarten — 2™ grade

Truth & Training: 3™ - 6" grade

4. The night is divided into 3 segments: game time, Bible time and handbook time.
Each week your child is also encouraged to participate our weekly theme or
activity. We have provided a calendar for your convenience.

5. Once your child has earned his/her uniform, they should wear it each week.
The uniform should be kept neat and clean at all times. Your child should also
bring his/her handbook each week. Sparkies and T&Ts should also bring a
Bible and a pen or pencil.

6. Only parents and legal guardians are allowed to pick up their children from
Awana. The only exception is if the secretaries are notified during sign-in time
that another responsible adult is picking up your child. Older siblings
(teenagers) are not allowed to pick up younger siblings.

7. Awana is over at 8:00 pm. Puggles and Cubbies should be picked up in the
preschool building. Sparkies should be picked up in the church basement.
T&Ts should be picked up in the modular.
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
